Our speaker this evening is Rafael ñTriniò 
Trinidad, founder of Shields for Kids.   Upon 
graduating from Taft High School, Rafael 
ñTriniò Trinidad served in the United States 
Air Force and is a current Veteran of Foreign 
Wars member having served in Desert 
Storm/Desert Shield. Trini started his law 
enforcement career with Bexar County 
Sheriffôs Office, where he served for two 
years. For 20 years he continued his service 
to the community with the San Antonio Police 
Department, where he has served on patrol, 
SWAT and currently serves as a Detective. 
Trini has been recognized throughout his career with SAPD, first 
being selected as class president, receiving honors as Top Cadet, 
recognition in 2002 with the Life Saving Award and most recently 
was awarded the Optimist Club of San Antonioôs Officer of the 
Year Award which Chief McManus nominated him for. 
 

Alongside serving his community through SAPD, Trini has taken 
on roles such as a Special Olympics Coach, a Red Cross 
volunteer and he spends countless hours dedicated to coaching 
the San Antonio Law Menôs Competitive Softball Team, which in 
2016, won the Policesoftball.com World Series in Las Vegas, 
Nevada. Additionally, this year, Trini was awarded the 2019 
Outstanding Police Officer of the Community award. He also 
volunteers his time to various organizations such as the Blue 
Santa program, the 100 Club and more recently to the non-profit 
that he founded called Shields for Kids. 
 

Shields for Kids is 501(c)(3) non- profit organization made up 
officers from the San Antonio Police Department, Bexar County 
Sheriffôs Office and surrounding law enforcement agencies. This 
organization presents opportunities for these officers, in their ñoff 
dutyò status, the ability to provide assistance to kids in need within 
the community in which they serve and protect. This includes 
hand delivering presents during the holidays, hosting open 
caption movie events for children who are deaf or hard of hearing 
and creating VIP experiences for children with cancer, all 
without the worries or dangers involved with being ñon dutyò or ñon 
a callò. 
 

In addition to founding and leading Shields for Kids, Trini and his 
wife, Audrey, own a crime and trauma scene cleaning company 
called BioTechs. BioTechs has been very successful in its 18 
years of operation, with two successful franchises in Houston and 
Dallas. BioTechs is getting ready to market their franchise 
nationally.
